Statement of Issue

Refunding of 1998 Water Revenue Bonds in order to achieve a lower interest rate.

History/Facts and Issues

The current average interest rate on the 1998 Water System Revenue Bonds is 4.74% and the anticipated
All Inclusive Rate for the 2010 Bonds is estimated to be 3.67%. This does not increase the overall
indebtedness of the commission but is merely an opportunity for saving between $200,000 and $400,000.

Options/Pros and Cons

Refunding of the existing bond and issuance of the new bonds will save the commission between
$200,000 and $400,000 over the life of the bonds,

Recommended Action

Request approval of a joint ordinance approving the issuance of $8,245,000 in bonds for the purpose
stated above.

On January 26, 2010, the City Commission will be asked to approve a Joint Bond
Ordinance, approving the issuance of approximately $8,245,000 City of Albany and Water, Gas
and Light Commission Water Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2010 (the “2010 Bonds™). The
2010 Bonds will be used to refund all of the existing Series 1998 Water Revenue Bonds,
currently outstanding in the principal amount of $8,615,000, to achieve interest cost savings.

The refunding transaction will not increase the City’s total indebtedness, will not increase
the average life or extend the final maturity of the bonds, and is expected to provide net savings
of between $250,000 and $400,000 over the life of the bonds.

The current average interest rate on the 1998 Bonds is 4.74% and the anticipated All
Inclusive Rate for the 2010 Bonds is estimated to be 3.67% (as of January 5, 2010). We have
applied for ratings from Standard and Poor’s and municipal bond insurance and a debt service
reserve surety policy from Assured Guaranty. The terms of the 2010 bonds will be finalized
prior to the meeting on January 26%.
