Report (CAPER) is an annual compliance report submitted to the U. S. 

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to indicate how 

the City used its Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and 

Housing Investment Partnership Program (HOME) federal funds during 

the reporting period for the program year (July 1, 2008 through June 

30, 2009) in conjunction with other public and private funds.  The 

CAPER provides a review of the activities and programs that occurred 

during the fourth year (2008-2009 Program Year) of the Cityôs five-year 

2006-2010 Consolidated Plan.   

Housing Activities: 

 Nine (9) homeowner rehabilitations were completed for low and 
moderate income households.   

 Six (6) homeowner rehabilitation units are currently underway and 
will be completed in the upcoming year.  

 Twenty-three (23) emergency repairs were completed. 

 Thirteen (13) housing units were made more energy efficient. 

 Through the Cityôs Certified Housing Counseling Program, one 
hundred fifty-four (154) households were provided housing 
counseling services (pre-purchase, post-purchase, and financial 
literacy).   

 The Cityôs Homeless Program housed fifty-three (53) households for 
a total of one hundred sixty-five (165) individuals. 

 Twenty-four (24) households were provided supportive housing 
through the Cityôs Transitional Housing Program.

During the 2007 DCA tax credit scoring 

round, Vantage Development, LLC, a 

private development, received low income 

housing tax credits (LIHTC) for The Bridges 

at Southlake, a development consisting of 

the new construction of fifty-five (55) new, 

affordable rental housing units.   

Vantage received $613,462.20 (Federal) 

and $613,462.20 (State) of LIHTC.  The 

City provided $209,189 in HOME funds. 

Additionally, during FY 2008, the City 

provided support to Vantage Development, 

LLC who again sought low income 

 

housing tax credits (LIHTC) to 

construct forty (40) new, affordable 

senior housing units.   

During the 2008 tax credit scoring 

round, Vantage applied for 2008 DCA 

Tax Credits for an annual credit 

allocation of $461,817 (Federal) and 

$461,817 (State) of LIHTC.  The City 

will provide $265,000 as a 

construction/permanent HOME loan. 

 

The City has a HUD-Certified Housing Counseling Program 

which provides pre-purchase and post-purchase housing 

counseling and financial literacy.   

A total of one hundred fifty-one (151) families were provided 

housing counseling services during FY 2008.    

The Homeless Program for the City of Albany provides 

emergency housing for homeless families.  The program 

provides services such as counseling, referrals, and other 

support services to households that have been identified as 

homeless households.  A total of 948 persons were provided 

services.  

 

1) a city-wide symposium and workshops to 

identify homelessness issues; and 

2) laying the foundation for the 10 year plan which 

will detail the goals for the next ten years and 

be the guide for organizations working with 

homeless issues, to work together to achieve 

common goals. 

 

In January of 2008, the City and the Homeless Coalition 

participated in the Statewide homeless count with the 

Southwest Georgia Regional Development Council. 

The City of Albany led the 2009 Homeless Count and was 

successful in identifying an additional 200 homeless 

persons.  The Albany Dougherty County Coalition to End 

Homelessness has been re-energized and has 

undertaken two major initiatives:
