DOUGHERTY COUNTY COMMISSION
WORK SESSION MINUTES

December 10, 2007

The Dougherty County Commission met in Room 120 of the Central Square Government
Center on December 10, 2007 at 10:00 am. Chairman Jeff Sinyard called the meeting to
order. Commissioners present were Muarlean Edwards, John Hayes, Lamar Hudgins,
Chuck Lingle and Art Searles. Also present were Richard Crowdis, County
Administrator; Thomas Thomas, Assistant County Administrator; Spencer Lee, County
Attorney; Barbara Engram, County Clerk; and Nancy Hillsman, Administrative
Secretary. Representatives of the media were present.

The Chairman recognized County Extension Director Anthony Jones and 4-H Club
members who thanked the Commission for its support throughout the years. DuBois

Crockom sang “O Holy Night” and students issued certificates of thanks to the
Commission.

Chairman Sinyard called for review of the minutes of the November 26 Work Session
and December 3, 2007 Regular Meeting Minutes for approval at the next meeting.

Chairman Sinyard called for discussion of the proposed purchase of a leachate storage
tank for the Landfill from low bidder, Flanigan Plumbing Company, Inc. in the amount of
$132,665. Two vendors responded ranging to a high of $165,608. This is budgeted in
CIP in the amount of $100,000. Assistant County Administrator Thomas Thomas stated
the current tank is thirty years old and leaking.

The Chairman called for discussion of a proposed award of a three-year contract for
rental work uniforms for various departments from low bidder, Riverside Uniform, for
an estimated cost of $27,807. This is a piggy-back on the City’s bid and is budgeted
across various departments.

The Chairman called for discussion of a proposed award of contract for construction of
the southeast entrance at Darton College to low bidder, Oxford Construction Company, in
the amount of $316,440. Five bids were received ranging to a high of $476,490.09. The
County is the Administrator for this project which is funded by a County contract for
$117,000 from DOT and $283,000 from City SPLOST V funds.

Chairman Sinyard called for discussion of a list of proposed annual blanket alcohol
license renewals for Calendar Year 2008.

Chairman Sinyard called for discussion of proposed appointments to various boards for
Calendar Year 2008. December 4 was the deadline for submittal of letters of interest.



Joint Air Conditioning, Heating & Ventilation Board. Two joint appointments and two
county appointments for one-year terms ending December 31, 2008. Incumbents
Reginald Pollard (joint), Tom Driggers (joint), Glenn Walker (county), and Clifford
Tolbert (rotate) desire reappointment. There are no new applicants.

Joint Board of Adjustment and Appeals. Two (2) joint appointments for three-year terms
ending October 1, 2010. Incumbents Johnny Moton and Alvin Smith desire
reappointment. There are no new applicants.

Albany Area Community Service Board. One appointment for a two-year term ending
January 31, 2008. Incumbent Dr. Walter W. Judge does not desire reappointment. There

are no new applicants. The Chairman suggested the Board be contacted regarding their
recommendations for possible appointments.

Chairman Sinyard requested that the Commission be sent requirements and qualifications
prior to work sessions so that they have time to become familiar with applicants and their
backgrounds and can encourage others to apply if there are no new applicants. A
discussion ensued regarding requirements, eligibility and qualifications. County
Attorney Spencer Lee will provide detailed information at the Regular Meeting on
Monday.

Commissioner Edwards reiterated her request that in the future County advertisements be
placed in the Albany Journal and the Southwest Georgian newspapers.

Joint Electrical Board. Three joint appointments and one county appointment for one-
year terms ending December 31, 2008. Incumbents Frank Bruner (county), Wayne Raper

(joint), Ronald Randle (joint), and Reginald Pollard (joint) desire reappointment. There
are no new applicants.

Fire Code Board of Appeals. Three joint appointments and one county appointment for
three-year terms ending December 31, 2010. Incumbents Zell Scott (county), Rosa
Malone (joint), and Bruce Campbell (joint) desire reappointment. Incumbent Henry
Fields did not respond. There are no new applicants.

Joint Gas Board. One joint appointment and one county appointment for one-year terms
ending December 31, 2008. Incumbent, William Walker (joint) desires reappointment.
Incumbent Isaiah Daniels (county) does not desire reappointment. There are no new
applicants.

Hospital Authority. Three appointments for five-year terms ending December 31, 2012.
Incumbents Dr. John Inman, Jr. and Dr. Charles Lingle, desire reappointment. Incumbent
Lamar Clifton does not desire reappointment. There are six new applicants, J. Lamar
Reese, Dr. J. Price Corr, Jr., Vince Falcione, Jr.,, Julian D. Whiting, Jr., Shirley
Armstrong, and Rusty Arnold.



Library Board. Two appointments for three-year terms ending December 31, 2010.

Incumbents Mary Joe McGee and Thomas Stonecypher desire reappointment. There are
no new applicants.

Keep Albany Dougherty Beautiful. Five appointments for three-year terms ending
December 31, 2010. Incumbents Carlos Keith, Dennis Barthelemy, Elaine Gurley, and
Sgt. Major Randall Kennedy desire reappointment. Incumbent Benjie Cravey does not

desire reappointment. The KADB Board will make a recommendation to fill this
vacancy.

Albany-Dougherty Planning Commission. Three appointments for three-year terms
ending December 31, 2010. Incumbents Jimmy O. Hall, Jr. and Billy Merritt desire
reappointment. Incumbent Jack Stone, Jr. does not desire reappointment. There are two
new applicants, Rusty Arnold and William Parrish.

Joint Plumbing Board. Three appointments for one-year terms ending December 31,
2008. Incumbents J. Gordon Pannell and Milton Grant desire reappointment; one
vacancy. There are no new applicants.

SWGA Regional Development Center. Two county and one Joint appointments for one-
year terms ending December 31, 2008. Incumbents Art Searles (county) and Stephen
Kaplan (joint), desire reappointment. Incumbent Marvin Jones (county) does not desire
reappointment. There are two new applicants, Shirley Arnold and Raymond Breaux.
Commissioner Searles recommends Mr. Breaux.

Board of Tax Assessors. There are three appointments for two-year terms ending
December 31, 2009. Incumbents Bill Ashberry, Don Butts, and J. Dell Bush desire
reappointment. There are no new applicants.

Stadium Authority. One appointment for a four-year term ending December 31, 2011.
Incumbent Ralph Satterfield desires reappointment. There are no new applicants.

Zoning Appeals Board. Three appointments for three-year terms ending December 31,
2010. Incumbents Pat Dugan, Thomasine D. Thomas, and J. Larry Griffin desire
reappointment.

Retirement Committee. One appointment for a four-year term ending December 31,
2011. Incumbent Bucky Leach desires reappointment. There are no new applicants.

Dougherty County Development Authority. Five appointments for four-year terms ending
December 31, 2011. Incumbents Gil Barrett, Winfred Benson and J.C. Odom, Jr. desire
reappointment. Incumbents Clay Summers and Jim Bolin do not desire reappointment.
These two appointments are made from recommendations by District 4 and District 6
Commissioners. County Clerk Barbara Engram stated that 40 hours of training are
required.



Chairman Sinyard called for consideration of a recommendation from the Citizens
Greenspace Advisory Committee to purchase a 65 acre tract of property fronting the Flint
River and across from Turner Golf Course from Deloyce S. Manley in the amount of
$65,000. Funding would be $24.214 from our NAWCA (North American Wetlands
Conservation Act) grant and $40,786 from Greenspace V. County Administrator Richard
Crowdis stated that a grant application was submitted in 2005 for $50,000 (100%

reimbursable) a portion of which was used for the Burt property, leaving a balance of
$24,214.

Greenspace Advisory Committee Chair Woody Hicks added that this is part of an attempt
to acquire and protect land for future generations. If this money is not used, it will be

turned back in to the government which could potentially harm our chances for future
funding.

Chairman Sinyard called for consideration of a recommendation of the Citizens
Greenspace Advisory Committee to reprioritize the original listing of proposed properties
that now appear to be non-obtainable and reallocate those funds to the purchase of the
190 acre Boy Scout property along the west side of the Flint. Greenspace Committee
members Bill Swan and Woody Hicks stated the Wetlands Mitigation Fund provides for
the purchase of Wetlands throughout the state. An application for a grant of $497,000 has
been processed, and the balance of $245,000 will come from SPLOST V money. This
will be a part of the grant for the Radium property and will have to be closed in concert
with it. A $7,000 binder is required and there is a kick-out condition in the contract if the
grant is not approved.

Commissioner Hudgins asked if the Flint River is protected from being closed to fishing,
sporting, etc. in the future. Bill Swan replied in the affirmative, stating that it is protected
by the Corps of Engineers.

County Administrator Richard Crowdis added that recent Greenspace grants will allow

the purchase of 505 acres at only $663 per acre in SPLOST funds, and will create a
legacy for future generations.

There being no further business to come before the Commissioners, the meeting was
adjourned at 11:12 a.m.

December 17, 2007

The Dougherty County Commission met for its Regular Meeting in the Commission
Chambers of the Central Square Government Center on December 17, 2007. Chairman
Sinyard called the meeting to order. Commissioners present were Muarlean Edwards, John
Hayes, Lamar Hudgins, Chuck Lingle, and Art Searles. Also present were Richard
Crowdis, County Administrator; Thomas Thomas, Assistant County Administrator;
Spencer Lee, County Attorney; Barbara Engram, County Clerk; and Nancy Hillsman,
Administrative Secretary. Representatives of the media were present.

The Chairman gave the invocation, which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Chairman called for approval of the November 26 Work Session and December 3,
2007 Regular Meeting minutes.

Commissioner Lingle moved to approve the minutes. Upon second by Commissioner
Searles, the minutes were passed unanimously.

The Chairman called for consideration of a leachate storage tank for the Landfill from low
bidder, Flanigan Plumbing Co., Inc., in the amount of $132,665. Two vendors responded
ranging to a high of $165,608. This is budgeted in CIP in the amount of $100,000.

Commissioner Searles moved for approval. Upon second by Commissioner Lingle, the
motion passed unanimously.

The Chairman called for consideration of a three-year contract for Rental Work Uniforms
for various departments from low bidder, Riverside Uniform, for an estimated cost of
$27,807.

Upon a second by Commissioner Lingle, the
motion passed unanimously.

The Chairman called for consideration of a recommendation from the Citizens Greenspace
Advisory Committee to purchase a 65-acre tract of property fronting the Flint River from
Deloyce S. Manley in the amount of $65,000. Funding would be $24,214 from our
NAWCA grant and $40,786 from Greenspace V.

Commissioner Searles moved for approval. Upon a second by Commissioner Hayes, the
motion passed unanimously.

The Chairman called for consideration of a recommendation from the Citizens Greenspace
Advisory Committee to reprioritize the original listing of proposed properties that now
appear to be non-obtainable and to reallocate those funds to the purchase of the 190 acre
Boy Scout property along the west side of the Flint River.

Commissioner Searles moved for approval. Upon a second by Commissioner Hayes, the
motion passed unanimously.

The Chairman called for consideration of appointments to the following boards for
Calendar Year 2008.

Upon nomination by Commissioner Lingle, incumbents Reginald Pollard (joint) and Tom
Driggers (joint), were recommended to the City of Albany for reappointment, and
incumbents Glenn Walker and Cliff Tolbert (county) were reappointed to the Joint Air

Conditioning, Heating and Ventilation Board for one-year terms ending December 31,
2008.

Upon nomination by Commissioner Searles, incumbents Johnny Moton (joint) and Alvin
Smith (joint) were recommended to the City of Albany for reappointment to the Joint
Board of Adjustment and Appeals for three-year terms ending October 1, 2010. Upon a
second by Commissioner Lingle, the motion passed unanimously.

The vacancy for the Albany Area Community Service Board for a two-year term ending
January 31, 2008 has been re-advertised for appointment on February 4, 2008. Incumbent
Dr. Walter W. Judge does not desire reappointment and there were no new applicants.

Upon nomination by Commissioner Hayes, incumbents Wayne Raper (joint), Ronald
Randle (joint), Reginald Pollard (joint) were recommended to the City of Albany for
reappointment, and incumbent Frank Bruner (county) was reappointed to the Joint
Electrical Board for one-year terms ending December 31, 2008.



Upon nomination by Commissioner Lingle, incumbents Rosa Malone (joint) and Bruce
Campbell (joint) were recommended to the City of Albany for reappointment, and Zell
Scott (county) was reappointed to the Fire Code Board of Appeals for three-year terms
ending December 31, 2010. Incumbent Henry Fields did not respond. This remaining
opening has been re-advertised for appointment on February 4, 2008.

Upon nomination by Commissioner Searles, incumbent William Walker (joint) was
recommended to the City of Albany for reappointment to the Joint Gas Board for a one-
year term ending December 31, 2008. Isaiah Daniels (county) does not desire
reappointment. This vacancy has been re-advertised for appointment on February 4, 2008.

Commissioner Hudgins nominated incumbent Dr. John Inman, Jr. and Commissioner
Searles nominated incumbent Dr. Charles Lingle for reappointment to the Hospital
Authority for five-year terms ending December 31, 2012 which unanimously carried.
Incumbent Lamar Clifton does not desire reappointment.

There are six new applicants, J. Lamar Reese, Dr. J. Price Corr, Jr., Vince Falcione, Jr.,
Julian D. Whiting, Jr., Shirley Armstrong, and Rusty Arnold.

County Attorney Spencer Lee advised that a 1941 resolution requires residency in
Dougherty County; however, a State law permits candidates to reside within 12 miles of
the County. He stated all candidates are qualified for these positions.

Commissioner Edwards nominated Vincent Falcione, Jr. and Commissioner Lingle
nominated J. Lamar Reese for the remaining vacancy. The Chairman called the question
which resulted in a three vote tie for each nominee due to the absence of one

commissioner. This vacancy will be voted upon again in the January 7, 2008 Regular
Meeting.

Upon nomination by Commissioner Lingle, the incumbents, Mary Joe McGee and Thomas

Stonecypher, were reappointed to the Library Board for three-year terms ending December
31, 2010.

Upon nomination by Commissioner Searles, four incumbents, Carlos Keith, Dennis
Barthelemy, Elaine Gurley, and Sgt. Major Randall Kennedy were reappointed to Keep
Albany Dougherty Beautiful for three-year terms ending December 31, 2010. Incumbent
Benjie Cravey does not desire reappointment. The KADB Board will make a
recommendation to fill this vacancy. These appointments will be made in January, 2008.

Commissioner Searles nominated Jimmy O. Hall, Jr. and Commissioner Lingle nominated
Billy Merritt to the Albany Dougherty Planning Commission for three-year terms ending
December 31, 2010 which unanimously carried. Incumbent Jack Stone, Jr. does not desire
reappointment. There are two new applicants, Rusty Armold and William Parrish. Upon

nomination by Commissioner Hudgins, Rusty Arnold was appointed for the vacancy
ending December 31, 2010.
